a new prairie plant! 

This newsletter's prairie plant is, New England Aster, or Symphyotrichum

novae-angliae, blooms in fall, late August to early October. This plant

ranges from 1 to 5 feet tall and has a beautiful purple flower. This flower

provides nectar to our native pollinators like bumblebees and butterflies.

This plant's seeds are also important for migratory birds.
